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POLICE DEPARTMENT GUIDELINES
The following are police department guidelines for using the EDRADD system:
1. The department must have an officer certified in the operation of the ENRADD by the manufacturer, YIS/Cowden.

2. The department must complete a User Agreement Form with a copy forwarded to the Regional LEL..

3. Before an ENRADD can leave the possession of a police department, the Regional LEL must be contacted. The surrendering agency, along with the receiving department or the manufacturer, must complete the ENRADD Inspection Report Form. A copy of the completed form is then forwarded to the Regional LEL.  

4. Each ENRADD must be calibrated every 60 days. The calibrations will be done by YIS/Cowden at no cost to police departments. The ENRADD must be at the host department on the day of the scheduled calibration.

5. The ENRADD System is be used by police departments during the Aggressive Driving Enforcement Waves. However, the ENRADD can be used at other times of the year, as long as the department has an officer certified.

6. North Central Highway Safety Network recommends in preventing theft, lost or acts of vandalism, the ENRADD equipment never is left unattended. The department will be held liable for the replacement of a lost, stolen or vandalized unit.
