SUGGESTED ACTIVITIES FOR POLICE

In addition to enforcement  patrols and safety checkpoints, which should adhere to a Zero Tolerance policy for seat belt non-compliance, we suggest that you participate in some or all of the following activities for the November 2008 Operation Safe Holiday Click It or Ticket Mobilization (November 17-December 7, 2008):

· Conduct at least 50 percent of enforcement at night.

· Establish a Zero Tolerance policy for seat belt violations.  No excuses - write the ticket.
· Conduct BOLT (combination alcohol and seat belt) enforcement activities
· Schedule school programs (The Back Is Where It’s At, Sixteen Minutes, Survival 101) with your local school district to coincide with the mobilization.

· Visit your local high school to deliver public address announcements and set up minicade details.

· Contact your LEL to schedule the Speed Display Message Board.  Post the Click It or Ticket message.
· Ask local businesses to post the Click It or Ticket message on their outdoor message boards.

· Conduct seat belt minicade/4 X 4 sign details near high visibility or low belt use areas in your municipality.  (Minicade/4 x 4 sign detail information is on the website.)
· Assist your LEL or CTSP Coordinator by recording a PSA at your local radio station.

· Post the Click It or Ticket logo on your department’s web site.  Logos, linkable to the Buckle Up Pennsylvania site, are available at www.buckleuppa.org.
· Conduct traffic safety checkpoints and roving patrols
